1. Take our partnership seriously

Jude 22: “Keep yourselves in God's love as you wait for the mercy
of our Lord Jesus Christ to bring you to eternal life.”

2. Figure out your part of the partnership
1 Cor. 12:12: “The body is a unit, though it is made up of many

parts; and though all its parts are many, they form one body. So it
is with Christ.”

3. Root the partnership in thankfulness
Philippians 1:3-5: “I thank my God every time | remember you. In
all my prayers for all of you, | always pray with joy because of your
partnership in the gospel from the first day until now.”
